Instructions for Working in your Design Program

It doesn't matter too much what design software you use.
People often do their design work in Adobe lllustrator or
InDesign or Photoshop.

When you create your design document, work at 1/12
scale in the CMYK colour space: 1inch (at 600ppi in the
design file) = 1 foot (at 50ppi on the print). Set the
document up like the diagram and set horizontal and
vertical guides. In the design, keep all your text inside the
Copy Safe Area.

Any bitmap images placed in a vector design file must be
CMYK at 600ppi, 1/12 scale. This makes images big. If
you use small placed bitmap images trivially re-sized, the
images will look blocky in the final print. Use an Al uprez
program to get placed images the right size.

Blacks must be "rich black": 50% (C)yan, 50% (M)agenta,
50% (Y)ellow, 100% (K)black.

Do not print/include template info or crop marks in final
design file output. Carry images outside the visual area
so they extend into the bleed area. Don't enclose your
design in an outline box that is close to the edge of the
visual area.

Prepare Production-ready Design File - Also send a lower resolution .png or .jpg of a static creative visual area preview (no bleed)
